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What’s Going On, Yangon?

Did you know in Yangon alone, 2,300 tonnes

of waste is produced each day? Without any

recycling or segregation, this waste is destined

for landfills or even dumped on the streets and

waterways, causing havoc particularly during

monsoon season. But don’t lose hope, there is

something that every individual can do in both

the home and business, and that is Refuse,

Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle.

Actioning these 4 R’s will ensure that you

combat the waste problem at the source.

Reducing the amount of waste produced to

begin with is the most important principle in

tackling Yangon’s ever increasing garbage

problem.

So you’ve got the bins, now what?

First waste needs to be segregated. This means

that plastics, paper, metals, and organic waste

need to be separated and put into their

respective bins.

Ensure you separate plastics in recyclable

plastics and non-recyclable plastics. Remember,

numbers 1, 2, 4 and 5 are recyclable, all others

must go into general waste.

All metals are recyclable but make sure they

don’t have any sharp edges for the safety of our

handlers. Metals with sharp edges should be

wrapped in newspapers before being placed into

the bin.

Make sure all the paper recycled is pure paper

and not blended with plastic e.g. glossy paper,

receipts, photo paper (they should be placed in a

general waste bin). Tissues and paper cups are a

no go! Instead they can be placed in the compost

barrel.
